Heritage Planning staff shall be circulated the drawings and design
specifications tied to the Building Permit application for review and
approval to ensure consistency with the scope of the Heritage Permit
sought by this application; and

5. Any minor deviations from the submitted plans, which meet the intent of this
approval and does not further impact the heritage attributes of the property,
shall be delegated to the Director of Heritage Services for review and
approval.
